The world records and high sports achievements (results) 
in the sports disciplines of the Fire and Rescue Sport 
among boys and girls

In accordance with the Rules of the competitions in Fire and Rescue Sport, approved by the International Sport Federation of Firefighters and Rescuers from October 17, 2009 (with additions and amendments of 2011, 2012, 2014), by the protocols of the competitions in sports disciplines of the V World Youth Championship and World Women Championship in Fire and Rescue Sport, signed by the Main Jury of the competitions and also for introduction of a system of fixation the highest sports individual and team achievements (results) among girls, the XV International Conference of Noncommercial partnership of «the International Sport Federation of Firefighters and Rescuers», decided:

1. To approve the world records in sports disciplines of the Fire and Rescue Sport among boys:

1.1. Climbing on an assault ladder into the window of the 2nd floor of the training tower: boys (14 years and under): 6,68 seconds – Dmitry Semenov (Russian Federation) at the V World Youth Championship in Fire and Rescue Sport, in Svitavy (Czech Republic) in 2014.


1.2. Overcoming the 100-meter obstacle:

juniors (17-18 years): 15,56 seconds – Evgeny Artyukh (Republic of Belarus) at the V World Youth Championship in Fire and Rescue Sport, in Svitavy (Czech Republic) in 2014;
boys (15-16 years): 15,71 seconds – Aleksey Rodin (Russian Federation) at the V World Youth Championship in Fire and Rescue Sport, in Svitavy (Czech Republic) in 2014.
1.3. Fire relay race 4х100 meters: 56,44 seconds – the national youth team of the Czech Republic at the V World Youth Championship in Fire and Rescue Sport, in Svitavy (Czech Republic) in 2014.
2. To approve the high world achievements in sports disciplines of the Fire and Rescue Sport among women, taking into account the changes in paragraph 6.2.7 of the Rules of the competitions on the Fire and Rescue Sport: 

2.1. Climbing on an assault ladder into the window of the 2nd floor of the training tower:


juniors (17-18 years): 7,69 seconds – Vladislava Ivanova (Russian Federation) at the World Women Championship in Fire and Rescue, in Svitavy (Czech Republic) in 2014;


girls (15-16 years): 7,79 seconds – Elena Prishchepova (Republic of Belarus) at the World Women Championship in Fire and Rescue, in Svitavy (Czech Republic) in 2014;

girls (14 years and under): 7,83 seconds – Natalia Gutmanska (Republic of Poland) at the World Women Championship in Fire and Rescue, in Svitavy (Czech Republic) in 2014.


2.2. Overcoming the 100-meter obstacle:
         juniors (17-18 years): 17,24 seconds – Adriana Yanichkova (Czech Republic) at the World Women Championship in Fire and Rescue, in Svitavy (Czech Republic) in 2014;


girls (15-16 years): 17,84 seconds – Yagoda Lah (Republic of Poland) at the World Women Championship in Fire and Rescue, in Svitavy (Czech Republic) in 2014;

girls (14 years and under): 18,35 seconds – Natalia Gutmanska (Republic of Poland) at the World Women Championship in Fire and Rescue, in Svitavy (Czech Republic) in 2014.

2.3. Fire relay race 4х100 meters: 65,17 seconds – the national team of girls the Republic of Poland at the World Women Championship in Fire and Rescue, in Svitavy (Czech Republic) in 2014.

2.4. Combat deployment: 21,72 seconds – the national team of girls the Czech Republic at the World Women Championship in Fire and Rescue, in Svitavy (Czech Republic) in 2014.
3. To approve the world records in sports disciplines of the Fire and Rescue Sport among boys without changes on January 1, 2015 (Application № 1). 


4. To approve the high world achievements in sports disciplines of the Fire and Rescue Sport among girls on January 1, 2015 (Application № 2).
